e Demonstrated emotional selfregulation. (Temperance)

e Resilience

As a priest, it will be your task to proclaim by word and deed the Gospel of Jesus Christ,

and to fashion your life in accordance with its precepts. _

- You are to preach, to declare God's forgiveness to penitent sinners, to
pronounce God's blessing, to share in the administration of Holy Baptism and in the
celebration of the mysteries of Christ's Body and Blood, and to perform the other

ministrations entrusted to you.

In all that you do, you are to nourish Christ's people from the riches of his grace, and

strengthen them to glorify God in this life and in the life to come.
